Victim Centered Approach 
 

 An arrest is a rescue 

 Identify core issue 

 Facilitate healing 

 Pursue their pimps

Victim Characteristics 
 

 No family support 

 

 History of abuse 

 

 Distrustful of law enforcement 
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response  

Trust in partnerships 
 

 Develop trust with victim 

 Rely on CSP for aftercare 

 Core and General meetings

 Each pimp controls 3 to 5 women 

 Abusive & predatory  

 Underage victims   

 Felony vs. Misdemeanor                                    
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 Focus on pimps

Target Pimps  
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ASSESSMENT  

 Affect on pimps  

 Internet chatter  

 “Orange County too hot for pimps” 

 Backpage.com advertisement 
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ASSESSMENT  

 Successes & failures  

 Over 50 victims recovered 

 40% of victims are under 18 years old 

 74% of victims remain free of arrest 

 3 victims returned to prostitution

Victim Centered Approach 
 

 Alleviate trauma 

 Address apprehension 

 Develop self-sufficiency 

 Prevent future victimization 
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response  

Collaborative Model 

 Separate functions - same goal 

- Law enforcement  

- Rescue 

- Victim advocate  

- Stabilize 

 No one agency can do it alone
