The officers from the POP project saw a need for comunity
i nvol venent in solving the drug problens in College Hill. The
officers were looking for sonmething that they could use that
woul d serve this purpose.

Upon entering the College HII Homes comrunity, trash and debris
could be seen lining the sidewal ks, and littering the courtyards
and pl ayground ar eas. As part of an overall effort to nmake the
College H Il Homes community a better place to live and to
fulfill their desire to get the comunity involved, the Problem
Oiented Policing officers decided to host a College Hill
Nei ghbor hood C eanup Day. The officers wanted to have a series
of cl eanups days. The first cleanup day woul d be planned totally
by the officers wth the community participating. The second

cl eanup day would be planned by the citizens in the comunity
with direct and constant assistance by the officers while the
third and any subsequent cleanup days would be totally planned by
the community with the officers nerely showing up to partici pate.

The first cleanup day was held on Saturday, April 29, 1989. The
event was planned and coordinated by Oficers Julie Prouty and
M ke Niem. They contacted nany organization, public and
private, to solicit donations and participation in the College
Hi Il Nei ghborhood C eanup Day.

The Tanpa Housing Authority and the College H Il Honmes Managenent
were contacted for their support and participation in the cleanup
event. M. Audley Evans, Executive Director of the Tanpa Housi ng
